"Project Mail Bag"., This correspondence will bring you up to date on
the project as it now stands.

Jerry Lowenstein, of Manhattan, will pick the mail bag up in
Leavenworth and transport it through the counties of Leavenworth,
Jefferson, Shawnee, and Pottawatomie to the city of Manhattan in Riley
Co. This is done as he is returning to Manhattan with a stagecoach
donated to the Riley Co. Hist. Soc. by Fort Leavenworth. The stagecoach
will be on a tandem trailor. Leavenworth & Pike's Peak Express Stage
Stations 1 through 6 will be covered.

Chuck Olmstead will carry the mail bag from Riley Co. through Geary
Co. and on to Dickinson Co., covering Station 7.

Dickinson Co. will transport the mail bag through that area to Clay
Co. O R TR T S

Clay Co, will get the mail bag to Ottawa Co. with Pauline Meek as
Road Chairwoman, directing that section of the relay.

Ottawa to Cloud Co. is not covered at this writing.

With E. Phil Smith as director, Cloud Co. will transport the mail bag
across Cloud Co, and into Mitchell Co. From there, the mail bag goes to
Jewell Co.

To date we have not heard from Mitchell, Jewell, Smith or Phillips
Counties.

Norton Co., is to receive the mail bag from Phillips Co. The Norton
Co, Hist. Soc. and Saddle Club will carry the mail bag, probably by saddle
horse, to Decatur Co. (Station 16). Lydia Bishop, of Norton, is our Road
Chairwoman for this section of the relay.

With Sandy Russell as director, the mail bag will traverse Decatur Co.
and be delivered to Rawlins Co. They may be using stagecoach and horses.

Dan & Dave Hubbard will pick the mail bag up in Rawlins Co. on the
morning of 11 May. With stage and horses, they will transport the mail
