I have been asked by my aunt, Helen Cogswell Trostel, to send you the

enclosed obituary of Dr. Wilton W. Cogswell, Sr., her Qr~ther aPd my
uncle.

The Kirwin area knew the Cogswell family well. My parents, Emil C. and

Ethel Cogswell Immer, moved there in 1906 or1907 with baby daughter

Christine. They owned anq operated a stock farm just outside of Kirwin

in the 1906-1915 era. My sister Jean and I were born in Kirwin. My

family moved to Colorado in 1915 because my mother and father traded
their Kansas property for a Colorado Ranch (the Bar X) which was about

23 miles from Colorado Springs.

Dr. Asa F. and Arobine Cogswell (my mother's parents) moved to Kirwin

in 1907 and established Dr. Asa's dental practice, which later he gave

to his son, Dr. Wilton W. Cogswell, Sr. (Wilton W. Cogswell, Jr. was

born in Kirwin.) The oldest daughter, Edith, married Schuyler Colfax

Landes of Kirwin, and she was founder of the Kirwin Public Library.
She was an artist and a very talented person who later taught Dramatics

atColorado College here in Colorado Springs. Schuyler was a newspaper

man and was editor of the Phillips County Post in Phillipsburg, Kansas

for a number of years before they moved to Colorado.

The youngest daughter, Dorothy, married a Kirwin boy, Paul T. Willis,

after the Cogswells moved to Colorado Springs in 1920.

Helen Cogswell, who is the on1y surviving child of Asa and Arobine

Cogswell, married Fred B. Trostel, a Colorado cattleman,in 1931 and they
lived in Caddoa, Colorado until moving to Colorado Springs in 1949.
